• Contact Bill Owens (402) 218-6026 for information on the birds that are 
available for adoption. There is a minimal fee requested to adopt a bird. 
There is never a charge to place a bird up for adoption. 

• Forms that have all or most boxes marked or without specific information 
will be discarded at the discretion of the Adoption Committee. 

• Birds will be offered to club members first, then to the general public. 
• The Adoption Committee will review applications and will decide on a home. 

In the case of several qualified homes, a name will be drawn from a hat. When 
there are no current adoption forms, the Committee will let people know through 
the newsletter or announcements at the meetings what birds are available.  

• Volunteers are needed for fostering birds. If you have a room or quarantine area, 
and want to sign up to foster, mark the box above. 

• Lost and found birds will stay in foster care for two weeks while attempts are 
made to find the original owner before adopting them out. 

• Please note that all adoptions will take place locally, unless circumstances require 
otherwise. GOCBS is not responsible for the health or behavior of the birds being 
adopted. We encourage anyone interested in adopting a bird to have it checked 
out by an avian veterinarian and of course, to quarantine it from other birds in 
the home for a minimum of 30 days.
